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Article submission guidelines





Articles should be 3,500 to 4,000 words in length including all titles, notes and bibliographies.


Articles must be submitted conforming to MLA citation guidelines.


Articles are to be submitted in Microsoft Word format via email to bjll@contacts.bham.ac.uk, with any tables or illustrations included in a separate file.


The author’s name should appear on a separate cover page only, along with title, word count, the name of your supervisor and internal examiner (if known) and a brief abstract of 100-150 words.


Should a submission be accepted, copyright forms must be completed and returned before publication.


Articles may be published elsewhere in the future, but the editors would appreciate an acknowledgement where possible.
